Advanced Functions and Modeling
Hello parents and students,

As your AFM teacher this semester, I would like to inform you of a few items.  This letter goes over the general topics of the course, teacher expectations, grading policy, tutoring availability and other particulars.

AFM provides students an in-depth study of modeling and applying functions. Home, work, recreation, consumer issues, public policy, and scientific investigations are just a few of the areas from which applications can be made.
Unit Topics to be Covered:

In-depth Probability, Statistics, Trigonometry, Functions, Exponential and Logarithmic Functions, Sequences and Series

Basic Teacher Expectations:  I expect students to…

1) Stay awake and pay attention in class

2) Complete assignments

3) Behave accordingly to classroom and school guidelines (esp. no cussing)

4) Seek additional help when needed

5) HAVE CELL PHONES PUT AWAY

Supplies:  Students will need…

1) 3 Ring Binder or Spiral Notebook to organize notes and keep items together

2) Loose Leaf Paper for assignments that will be collected and scratch work

3) Pencil and Pen (Blue / Black / and Red)

4) Graphing Calculator (TI-83 or 84 recommended)*

5) Index Cards

*There will be calculators provided in class however they may not be checked out for working at home* 
Classroom Procedures: 
1) Follow procedures posted in the classroom

2) Be in class on time and in your seat right away

3) Raise your hand to move around the room

4) Speak when called upon or given permission only

The school’s tardy policy and guidelines will be followed as well as all CMS guidelines (See Rights and Responsibility Handbook).  Those tardy will run the risk of losing parking privileges this year.
Grading System:

CMS will now operate on the 10 point grading scale

1st Quarter – Formal 60%, Informal 20% and Midterm 20%

2nd Quarter – Formal 70% and Informal 30%

Final – 1st Quarter 40%, 2nd Quarter 40% and Final Exam 20%
Informal (class work, homework, warm-ups and minor quizzes) - Homework assignments are due at the beginning of the next class.  Late assignments will receive partial credit (up to 60%).  Students must copy the problem and show all their work to receive credit.
Formal (Tests, projects, tasks and major quizzes) - Test dates will be announced.  Students in class on testing days will be required to take the test.  Students absent the day of a test have one (1) week to make-up the test.  Any student may re-take tests within two weeks, if they complete test corrections, except at the end of the grading period.
Absence Policy:  Students are expected to make up all missing assignments within one week of their absence.  A score of 1 will be recorded as the grade until the student makes up the work. Students who miss more than 10 days in a semester will not receive credit for the course unless they do recovery.
